Being Filled With the Holy Ghost/Spirit

The Holy Ghost/Spirit is the angel Gabriel
that brings the word of God. Being filled
with the Holy Ghost is being filled with the
message that Gabriel brings, this is the
knowledge, wisdom, and understanding
that comes from God. However, it goes
beyond just having knowledge. Satan has
knowledge and he quotes scripture but he
IS not holy. The same goes for these false
prophets that claim to be filled with the
Spirit but teach contrary to the Word of
God. The evidence of being filled with the
Holy Ghost is displayed in your worship of
God and your treatment of others. In short
being filled with the Holy Spirit is having a
Godly mindset. We receive the Holy Spirit
thru God's word. It begins with us seeking,
asking, and searching for it, then God will
give it to you. We will be assured that we
have his Spirit when we are walking in his
laws, statutes, and commandments.



The Holy Ghost being in you and on you is one and
the same:

Luke 3
King James Version (KJV)

22 And the Holy Ghost descended in a bodily shape like a
dove upon him, and a voice came from heaven, which
said, Thou art my beloved Son; in thee I am well

pleased.

23 And Jesus himself began to be about thirty years of
age, being (as was supposed) the son of Joseph, which
was the son of Heli,

Luke 4

1 And Jesus being full of the Holy Ghost returned from
Jordan, and was led by the Spirit into the wilderness,

Q: What is the Spirit that we are to be filled with?
A: Wisdom, Knowledge, Understanding. Isaiah
prophecies of Jesus' baptism.

Isaiah 11
King James Version (KJV)

1 And there shall come forth a rod out of the stem of
Jesse, and a Branch shall grow out of his roots:



2 And the spirit of the Lord shall rest upon him, the
spirit of wisdom and understanding, the spirit of
counsel and might, the spirit of knowledge and of
the fear of the Lord;

The Spirit that Jesus received is the Spirit that all
God's servants are to have. Stephen was full of the
same Spirit of wisdom.

Acts 6

King James Version (KJV)

1 And in those days, when the number of the disciples
was multiplied, there arose a murmuring of the Grecians
against the Hebrews, because their widows were
neglected in the daily ministration.

2 Then the twelve called the multitude of the disciples
unto them, and said, It is not reason that we should
leave the word of God, and serve tables.

3 Wherefore, brethren, look ye out among you seven men
of honest report, full of the Holy Ghost and wisdom,
whom we may appoint over this business.

5 And the saying pleased the whole multitude: and they
chose Stephen, a man full of faith and of the Holy
Ghost, and Philip, and Prochorus, and Nicanor, and
Timon, and Parmenas, and Nicolas a proselyte of Antioch:

The Lord's Spirit has ALWAYS been around. King
Belshazzar's blasphemous feast. The writing on the



wall took place and the king's wise men could not
interpret it. The king was shook! The queen
reminds the king that Daniel has the Lord's Holy
Spirit of knowledge, wisdom, and understanding
and therefore he was able to interpret the writing!

Daniel 5

King James Version (KJV)

1 Belshazzar the king made a great feast to a thousand
of his lords, and drank wine before the thousand.

2 Belshazzar, whiles he tasted the wine, commanded to
bring the golden and silver vessels which his father
Nebuchadnezzar had taken out of the temple which was
in Jerusalem; that the king, and his princes, his wives,
and his concubines, might drink therein.

3 Then they brought the golden vessels that were taken
out of the temple of the house of God which was at
Jerusalem; and the king, and his princes, his wives, and
his concubines, drank in them.

4 They drank wine, and praised the gods of gold, and of
silver, of brass, of iron, of wood, and of stone.

5 In the same hour came forth fingers of a man's hand,
and wrote over against the candlestick upon the plaister
of the wall of the king's palace: and the king saw the part
of the hand that wrote.

6 Then the king's countenance was changed, and his
thoughts troubled him, so that the joints of his loins were
loosed, and his knees smote one against another.



8 Then came in all the king's wise men: but they could
not read the writing, nor make known to the king the
interpretation thereof.

9 Then was king Belshazzar greatly troubled, and his
countenance was changed in him, and his lords were
astonied.

10 Now the queen by reason of the words of the king and
his lords came into the banquet house: and the queen
spake and said, O king, live for ever: let not thy thoughts
trouble thee, nor let thy countenance be changed:

11 There is a man in thy kingdom, in whom is the
spirit of the holy gods; and in the days of thy father
light (knowledge) and understanding and wisdom,
like the wisdom of the gods, was found in him;
whom the king Nebuchadnezzar thy father, the
king, I say, thy father, made master of the
magicians, astrologers, Chaldeans, and
soothsayers;

12 Forasmuch as an excellent spirit, and knowledge,
and understanding, interpreting of dreams, and
shewing of hard sentences, and dissolving of
doubts, were found in the same Daniel, whom the
king named Belteshazzar: now let Daniel be called,
and he will shew the interpretation.

It is the Lord's will for us to have his Spirit if we
ask and seek for it! It will not happen if we are not
doing the Lord's will.



Luke 11
King James Version (KJV)

9 And I say unto you, Ask, and it shall be given you;
seek, and ye shall find; knock, and it shall be
opened unto you.

10 For every one that asketh receiveth; and he that
seeketh findeth; and to him that knocketh it shall
be opened.

11 If a son shall ask bread of any of you that is a father,
will he give him a stone? or if he ask a fish, will he for a
fish give him a serpent?

12 Or if he shall ask an egg, will he offer him a scorpion?

13 If ye then, being evil, know how to give good
gifts unto your children: how much more shall your
heavenly Father give the Holy Spirit to them that
ask him?

An example of the Lord giving us what we ask for!
King Solomon asks for knowledge, wisdom, and
understanding in order to rule over Israel. The Lord
gives him his Spirit!

1 Kings 3
King James Version (KJV)

5 In Gibeon the Lord appeared to Solomon in a
dream by night: and God said, Ask what I shall give
thee.

6 And Solomon said, Thou hast shewed unto thy servant



David my father great mercy, according as he walked
before thee in truth, and in righteousness, and in
uprightness of heart with thee; and thou hast kept for
him this great kindness, that thou hast given him a son
to sit on his throne, as it is this day.

7 And now, O Lord my God, thou hast made thy servant
king instead of David my father: and I am but a little
child: I know not how to go out or come in.

8 And thy servant is in the midst of thy people which thou
hast chosen, a great people, that cannot be humbered
nor counted for multitude.

9 Give therefore thy servant an understanding heart
to judge thy people, that I may discern between
good and bad: for who is able to judge this thy so
great a people?

10 And the speech pleased the Lord, that Solomon
had asked this thing.

11 And God said unto him, Because thou hast asked
this thing, and hast not asked for thyself long life;
neither hast asked riches for thyself, nor hast
asked the life of thine enemies; but hast asked for
thyself understanding to discern judgment;

12 Behold, I have done according to thy words: lo, I
have given thee a WISE and an UNDERSTANDING
heart (MIND); so that there was none like thee
before thee, neither after thee shall any arise like
unto thee.



An example of the Lord's understanding and
wisdom....

( 15 And Solomon awoke; and, behold, it was a dream.
And he came to Jerusalem, and stood before the ark of
the covenant of the Lord, and offered up burnt offerings,
and offered peace offerings, and made a feast to all his
servants.

16 Then came there two women, that were harlots, unto
the king, and stood before him.

17 And the one woman said, O my lord, I and this woman
dwell in one house; and I was delivered of a child with
her in the house.

18 And it came to pass the third day after that I was
delivered, that this woman was delivered also: and we
were together; there was no stranger with us in the
house, save we two in the house.

19 And this woman's child died in the night; because she
overlaid it.

20 And she arose at midnight, and took my son from
beside me, while thine handmaid slept, and laid it in her
bosom, and laid her dead child in my bosom.

21 And when I rose in the morning to give my child suck,
behold, it was dead: but when I had considered it in the
morning, behold, it was not my son, which I did bear.

22 And the other woman said, Nay; but the living is my
son, and the dead is thy son. And this said, No; but the



dead is thy son, and the living is my son. Thus they
spake before the king.

23 Then said the king, The one saith, This is my son that
liveth, and thy son is the dead: and the other saith, Nay;
but thy son is the dead, and my son is the living.

24 And the king said, Bring me a sword. And they brought
a sword before the king.

25 And the king said, Divide the living child in two, and
give half to the one, and half to the other.

26 Then spake the woman whose the living child was unto
the king, for her bowels yearned upon her son, and she
said, O my lord, give her the living child, and in no wise
slay it. But the other said, Let it be neither mine nor
thine, but divide it.

27 Then the king answered and said, Give her the living
child, and in no wise slay it: she is the mother thereof.)

28 And all Israel heard of the judgment which the
king had judged; and they feared the king: for they
saw that the wisdom of God was in him, to do
judgment.

The wisdom, knowledge, understanding of Solomon
from the true and living GOD was GREAT!

1 Kings 4
King James Version (KJV)

29 And God gave Solomon wisdom and understanding
exceeding much, and largeness of heart, even as the



sand that is on the sea shore.

30 And Solomon's wisdom excelled the wisdom of all the
children of the east country, and all the wisdom of Egypt.

31 For he was wiser than all men; than Ethan the
Ezrahite, and Heman, and Chalcol, and Darda, the sons
of Mahol: and his fame was in all nations round about.

32 And he spake three thousand proverbs: and his songs
were a thousand and five.

33 And he spake of trees, from the cedar tree that is in
Lebanon even unto the hyssop that springeth out of the
wall: he spake also of beasts, and of fowl, and of
creeping things, and of fishes.

34 And there came of all people to hear the wisdom of
Solomon, from all kings of the earth, which had heard of
his wisdom.

Having the Spirit does not do away with your free
will. We need to make sure to exercise God's
wisdom at all times so we will not be given into sin.
King Solomon had unmeasurable wisdom but still
slipped up. Be mindful of what you desire!

1 Kings 11

King James Version (KJV)

1 But king Solomon loved many strange women,
together with the daughter of Pharaoh, women of the
Moabites, Ammonites, Edomites, Zidonians, and Hittites:

2 Of the nations concerning which the Lord said unto the
children of Israel, Ye shall not go in to them, neither shall



they come in unto you: for surely they will turn away
your heart after their gods: Solomon clave unto these in
love.

3 And he had seven hundred wives, princesses, and three
hundred concubines: and his wives turned away his
heart.

4 For it came to pass, when Solomon was old, that his
wives turned away his heart after other gods: and his
heart was not perfect with the Lord his God, as was the
heart of David his father.

5 For Solomon went after Ashtoreth the goddess of the
Zidonians, and after Milcom the abomination of the
Ammonites.

If we want the Lord's wisdom, knowledge, and
understanding we must turn from our wicked ways.
We need to humble ourselves and read the words
of his book! The spirit brings the word!

Proverbs 1
King James Version (KJV)

22 How long, ye simple ones, will ye love simplicity? and
the scorners delight in their scorning, and fools hate
knowledge?

23 Turn you at my reproof: behold, I will pour out my
spirit unto you, I will make known my words unto
you.



We must keep the Lord's commandments and fear
him if we want his Spirit. We must diligently seek

to understand his word! We must do these things

by studying, praying, and obeying his written word.
The more you serve God, the more he will impart
his Spirit unto you.

Proverbs 2
King James Version (KJV)

1 My son, if thou wilt receive my words, and hide
my commandments with thee;

2 So that thou incline thine ear unto wisdom, and apply
thine heart to understanding;

3 Yea, if thou criest after knowledge, and liftest up thy
voice for understanding;

4 If thou seekest her as silver, and searchest for her as
for hid treasures;

5 Then shalt thou understand the fear of the Lord, and
find the knowledge of God.

6 For the Lord giveth wisdom: out of his mouth cometh
knowledge and understanding.

7 He layeth up sound wisdom for the righteous: he is a
buckler to them that walk uprightly.

The Word of God is necessary for Salvation!



2 Timothy 3
King James Version (KJV)

14 But continue thou in the things which thou hast
learned and hast been assured of, knowing of whom thou
hast learned them;

15 And that from a child thou hast known the holy
scriptures, which are able to make thee wise unto
salvation through faith which is in Christ Jesus.

16 All scripture is given by inspiration of God, and is
profitable for doctrine, for reproof, for correction,
for instruction in righteousness:

17 That the man of God may be perfect, thoroughly
furnished unto all good works.

We need someone to show us what the Lord says.

Jeremiah 3
King James Version (KJV)

14 Turn, O backsliding children, saith the Lord; for I am
married unto you: and I will take you one of a city, and
two of a family, and I will bring you to Zion:

15 And I will give you pastors according to mine
heart, which shall feed you with knowledge and
understanding.

The Word will free of us from death when we keep



his law. That is walking in the Spirit. We must apply
understanding and wisdom to the knowledge of his
word.

We must be a doer of his word!

James 1:20-22
King James Version (KJV)

20 For the wrath of man worketh not the righteousness of
God.

21 Wherefore lay apart all filthiness and superfluity of
naughtiness, and receive with meekness the engrafted
word, which is able to save your souls.

22 But be ye doers of the word, and not hearers only,
deceiving your own selves.

23 For if any be a hearer of the word, and not a
doer, he is like unto a man beholding his natural
face in a glass:

24 For he beholdeth himself, and goeth his way, and
straightway forgetteth what manner of man he was.

25 But whoso looketh into the perfect law of liberty,
and continueth therein, he being not a forgetful
hearer, but a doer of the work, this man shall be
blessed in his deed.

We need to repent and be baptized in the name of
JESUS to receive the Holy Ghost.

Acts 2
King James Version (KJV)



36 Therefore let all the house of Israel know assuredly,
that God hath made the same Jesus, whom ye have
crucified, both Lord and Christ.

37 Now when they heard this, they were pricked in their
heart, and said unto Peter and to the rest of the apostles,
Men and brethren, what shall we do?

38 Then Peter said unto them, Repent, and be
baptized every one of you in the name of Jesus
Christ for the remission of sins, and ye shall receive
the gift of the Holy Ghost.

39 For the promise is unto you, and to your children, and
to all that are afar off, even as many as the Lord our God
shall call.

Repenting means turning from sin, i.e. start
keeping God's laws.

Ezekiel 18:28-30
King James Version (KJV)

28 Because he considereth, and turneth away from all his
transgressions that he hath committed, he shall surely
live, he shall not die.

29 Yet saith the house of Israel, The way of the Lord is
not equal. O house of Israel, are not my ways equal? are
not your ways unequal?

30 Therefore I will judge you, O house of Israel, every
one according to his ways, saith the Lord God. Repent,
and turn yourselves from all your transgressions; so
iniquity shall not be your ruin.



31 Cast away from you all your transgressions, whereby
ye have transgressed; and make you a new heart and a
new spirit: for why will ye die, O house of Israel?

32 For I have no pleasure in the death of him that dieth,
saith the Lord God: wherefore turn yourselves, and live

ye.

We must renew our minds.

Romans 12
King James Version (KJV)

12 I beseech you therefore, brethren, by the mercies of
God, that ye present your bodies a living sacrifice, holy,
acceptable unto God, which is your reasonable service.

2 And be not conformed to this world: but be ye
transformed by the renewing of your mind, that ye
may prove what is that good, and acceptable, and
perfect, will of God.

Christ was filled with the Spirit. He humbled
himself for us, so we need to do the same thing.

Philippians 2
King James Version (KJV)

5 Let this mind be in you, which was also in Christ Jesus:

6 Who, being in the form of God, thought it not robbery
to be equal with God:

7 But made himself of no reputation, and took upon him



the form of a servant, and was made in the likeness of
men:

8 And being found in fashion as a man, he humbled
himself, and became obedient unto death, even the death
of the cross.

9 Wherefore God also hath highly exalted him, and given
him a name which is above every name:

We have to listen and obey the Lord for everlasting
life. It is free, simple, and found in his word. Our
ways and thoughts are not like the Lords so the
only way to acquire his mindset is by changing our
mindset. We change our mindset by submitting to
his Word and our will to his law.

Isaiah 55

King James Version (KJV)

55 Ho, every one that thirsteth, come ye to the
waters, and he that hath no money; come ye, buy,
and eat; yea, come, buy wine and milk without
money and without price.

2 Wherefore do ye spend money for that which is not
bread? and your labour for that which satisfieth not?
hearken diligently unto me, and eat ye that which is
good, and let your soul delight itself in fatness.

3 Incline your ear, and come unto me: hear, and
your soul shall live; and I will make an everlasting
covenant with you, even the sure mercies of David.



7 Let the wicked forsake his way, and the
unrighteous man his thoughts: and let him return
unto the Lord, and he will have mercy upon him;
and to our God, for he will abundantly pardon.

8 For my thoughts are not your thoughts, neither
are your ways my ways, saith the Lord.

9 For as the heavens are higher than the earth, so are my
ways higher than your ways, and my thoughts than your
thoughts.

10 For as the rain cometh down, and the snow from
heaven, and returneth not thither, but watereth the
earth, and maketh it bring forth and bud, that it may give
seed to the sower, and bread to the eater:

11 So shall my word be that goeth forth out of my mouth:
it shall not return unto me void, but it shall accomplish
that which I please, and it shall prosper in the thing
whereto I sent it.

The only way for us to obtain God's Spirit and serve
him with an upright heart is if we have no other
Gods before him. We must put on the mind of
Christ by following his Word.

Ezekiel 36
King James Version (KJV)

17 Son of man, when the house of Israel dwelt in
their own land, they defiled it by their own way and
by their doings: their way was before me as the
uncleanness of a removed woman.



18 Wherefore I poured my fury upon them for the blood
that they had shed upon the land, and for their idols
wherewith they had polluted it:

19 And I scattered them among the heathen, and they
were dispersed through the countries: according to their
way and according to their doings I judged them.

22 Therefore say unto the house of Israel, thus saith the
Lord God; I do not this for your sakes, O house of Israel,
but for mine holy name's sake, which ye have profaned
among the heathen, whither ye went.

23 And I will sanctify my great name, which was profaned
among the heathen, which ye have profaned in the midst
of them; and the heathen shall know that I am the Lord,
saith the Lord God, when I shall be sanctified in you
before their eyes.

24 For I will take you from among the heathen, and
gather you out of all countries, and will bring you into
your own land.

25 Then will I sprinkle clean water upon you, and ye
shall be clean: from all your filthiness, and from all
your idols, will I cleanse you.

26 A new heart also will I give you, and a new spirit
will I put within you: and I will take away the stony
heart out of your flesh, and I will give you an heart
of flesh.

27 And I will put my spirit within you, and cause
you to walk in my statutes, and ye shall keep my
judgments, and do them.



We must cleanse our minds with the Lord's Word!

Ephesians 5
King James Version (KJV)

25 Husbands, love your wives, even as Christ also loved
the church, and gave himself for it;

26 That he might sanctify and cleanse it with the
washing of water by the word,

27 That he might present it to himself a glorious
church, not having spot, or wrinkle, or any such
thing; but that it should be holy and without
blemish.

Having the Spirit can be shown by a person
because it is when we allow the Lords word and
instruction to govern our lives.

Ephesians 4
King James Version (KJV)

17 This I say therefore, and testify in the Lord, that ye
henceforth walk not as other Gentiles walk, in the vanity
of their mind,

18 Having the understanding darkened, being alienated
from the life of God through the ignorance that is in
them, because of the blindness of their heart:



19 Who being past feeling have given themselves over
unto lasciviousness, to work all uncleanness with
greediness.

20 But ye have not so learned Christ;

21 If so be that ye have heard him, and have been
taught by him, as the truth is in Jesus:

22 That ye put off concerning the former
conversation the old man, which is corrupt
according to the deceitful lusts;

23 And be renewed in the spirit of your mind;

24 And that ye put on the new man, which after God
is created in righteousness and true holiness.

25 Wherefore putting away lying, speak every man
truth with his neighbour: for we are members one
of another.

26 Be ye angry, and sin not: let not the sun go down upon
your wrath:

27 Neither give place to the devil.

28 Let him that stole steal no more: but rather let him
labour, working with his hands the thing which is good,
that he may have to give to him that needeth.

John 12 - You can tell a servant of God based on

their actions. Judas did not have Gods spirit.
King James Version (KJV)



12 Then Jesus six days before the passover came to
Bethany, where Lazarus was, which had been dead,
whom he raised from the dead.

2 There they made him a supper; and Martha served: but
Lazarus was one of them that sat at the table with him.

3 Then took Mary a pound of ointment of spikenard, very
costly, and anointed the feet of Jesus, and wiped his feet
with her hair: and the house was filled with the odour of
the ointment.

4 Then saith one of his disciples, Judas Iscariot, Simon's
son, which should betray him,

5 Why was not this ointment sold for three hundred
pence, and given to the poor?

Luke 22 Judas had the evil thoughts of Satan and
thus not God's spirit. Thoughts precede wrong

doings so we need to renew our minds.
King James Version (KJV)

22 Now the feast of unleavened bread drew nigh, which
is called the Passover.

2 And the chief priests and scribes sought how they might
kill him; for they feared the people.

3 Then entered Satan into Judas surnamed Iscariot, being
of the number of the twelve.

4 And he went his way, and communed with the chief
priests and captains, how he might betray him unto



them.

5 And they were glad, and covenanted to give him
money.

Romans 8 If you live after the Spirit, you will act

according to the Spirit = Obedience = Eternal life
King James Version (KJV)

5 For they that are after the flesh do mind the things of
the flesh; but they that are after the Spirit the things of
the Spirit.

6 For to be carnally minded is death; but to be spiritually
minded is life and peace.

7 Because the carnal mind is enmity against God:
for it is not subject to the law of God, neither
indeed can be.

8 So then they that are in the flesh cannot please God.

9 But ye are not in the flesh, but in the Spirit, if so
be that the Spirit of God dwell in you. Now if any
man have not the Spirit of Christ, he is none of his.

10 And if Christ be in you, the body is dead because of
sin; but the Spirit is life because of righteousness.

11 But if the Spirit of him that raised up Jesus from the
dead dwell in you, he that raised up Christ from the dead
shall also quicken your mortal bodies by his Spirit that
dwelleth in you.

12 Therefore, brethren, we are debtors, not to the flesh,



to live after the flesh.

13 For if ye live after the flesh, ye shall die: but if ye
through the Spirit do mortify the deeds of the body,
ve shall live.

Ephesians 4
King James Version (KJV)

29 Let no corrupt communication proceed out of
your mouth, but that which is good to the use of
edifying, that it may minister grace unto the
hearers.

30 And grieve not the holy Spirit of God, whereby ye
are sealed unto the day of redemption.

31 Let all bitterness, and wrath, and anger, and
clamour, and evil speaking, be put away from you,
with all malice:

32 And be ye kind one to another, tenderhearted,
forgiving one another, even as God for Christ's sake
hath forgiven you.
